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INTRODUCTION 
 

This report has been produced by the Rural Community Council (Leicestershire and 
Rutland) and the Leicestershire County Council to give an overview of the Parish Plan 
activity over the last twelve months. It includes summaries of the issues raised with nine 
new Parish Plans published this year. Production of the report coincides with the annual 
Rural Action Seminar.  
 
This year the report has been arranged to reflect the Local Area Agreement (LAA) 
themes, reflecting local or national targets. For people not aware of local government 
procedures, these targets may seem unfamiliar. However, this format will enable partners 
to quickly see all initiatives identified from the Community – led consultations that are 
being undertaken, enable them to see where they may target some of their efforts and 
work in partnership with the community to provide sustainable services.  
 
The key issues emerging from Parish Plans this year have been: 
 

·  Traffic - speeding through the villages 
- a perceived lack of policing of heavy goods vehicles on weight restricted 
roads 

·  The need for footways linking sections of villages to other communities or parts of 
the Parish 

·  The need for integrated transport networks so that those wishing to forsake their 
cars may be able to more easily access public transport or walk safely 

·  Children and Young People  - access to, or more facilities for, young people 
- more safe play areas with equipment 

·  Affordable housing that caters for local people 
·  Health – a perceived lack of access to healthcare 

- closure of outreach services 
  - over stretched community transport schemes 
  - a perceived lack of response to health issues 

·  General littering and dog fouling 
·  Establishment of a number of environment groups, with emphasis on climate 

change 
 
Outcomes from Parish Plans may be addressed with community projects supported by 
the local authorities, for example “Community Speedwatch”, traffic improvement groups, 
“Good Neighbour” Schemes, Heritage projects and environment groups. Many of these 
are set up solely by volunteers in the community and, with input from the appropriate 
service provider, there have been numerous successes. 
 
The final section of the report includes a summary of the outcomes that have been 
achieved during this financial year from the Parish Plans that were completed since 
2004, each have been taken through the Leicestershire Rural Partnership protocol. The 
protocol helps to guide the preparation of the plans and ensures proper consideration is 
given to the issues raised. It has greatly improved the lines of communication between 
the community representatives and service providers. 
 
This list is an indication of positive outcomes being achieved some years after the 
original completion of the action plans. Communities report not only the individual 
outcomes, but the community cohesion and engagement that last for a long time in their 
communities. Efforts are made to include the majority of outcomes, however, the huge 
volume of positive work carried out by the many active Parish Plans groups and Service 
Providers may not always be captured. 
  
This year the Community Engagement Project has benefit from joint working with a 
number of other community initiatives, for instance, ENABLE, Neighbourhood 
Management projects and the newly appointed team of Community Engagement Officers 
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at the County Council. With Parish Plan outcomes being monitored through Community 
Forums in the future we look forward to even greater liaison.  
 
Much work has been done by the Rural Action Team to link with other projects both in 
the statutory sector and in the third (voluntary) sector. Parish Plans in Leicestershire 
have been showcased through Local Strategic Partnerships and in county and national 
studies. Identified needs within the communities have contributed to the preparation of 
Community Strategies across the County. 
 
Credit must be given to the many volunteers who have spent hours of their own time and 
expertise in preparing their community – led plans, for their commitment to the 
community, not only in enabling the consultations, but also by ensuring the actions 
become outcomes. 
 
The RCC is also indebted to the funding bodies especially the Leicestershire Rural 
Partnership and other service providers for the support, funding and importance that is 
afforded to the project.
